The building, which was opened by HRH Princess Royal in 2011, is of single storey design and was developed 

as a donut shaped building surrounding an oak tree.  The façade is constructed from natural stone with 

European Oak cladding and sedum used on the roof, the latter creating and eco system around the central 

tree.   

 

The Headquarters boasts exemplary office accommodation with a range of facilities using natural and 

sustainable materials in its development and employs the latest principles and technology to save energy, 

reduce running costs and minimise the premises impact on the countryside.
